SUMMER BRAIN GAMES ACTIVITIES
ENTERING GRADE 4

It is important for each student to develop and maintain a healthy, active
lifestyle. In addition to helping the students with their grades during the school year,
the exira credit program was created to promote activity outside of the school
environment. Even though extra credit is not available during the summer, it is my
hope that each student will continue to stay active in a wide variety of activities. Here
are some suggestions for summer activities,

10 Minute Workout

Each student may continue to do the ten minute workout 2-3 times per week,
which will help maintain flexibility, strength, and cardiorespiratory endurance. Do the
odd numbers one day, and the even numbers the next. These activities include:

SPORTS/ACTIVITIES

In addition to the workout, there are a wide range of activities which will increase
the student's heart and breathing rates, These could include: speed walking,
gwimming, dancing, jazzercise, soccer, exercisa bike, cycling, roller blading, hiking,
treadmill, roller skating, baseball, basketball, "Leaps & Bounds", gymnastics, elc

PERCEPTUAL-MOTOR ACTIVITIES

There are many activities which can help develop a young student's
perceptual-motor skills. These could include dribbling a ball, tossing and catching a
bean bag, volleying a balloon or beach ball, etc. Any type of eye-hand activity can be
helpful, as long as the student does not become frustrated when trying to do the
activity. Some students are not quite ready for tennis and table tennis at this time
Putt-putt golf is a great family activity in which everyone can experiance some level of
SUCCESS,

Most importantly, try to exercise as a family. You'll not only improve your
physical fitness, but you'll have "quality time" together.

To earn 3 points, you must do (9) ten-minute workouts,
1 point for 30 minutes of a sport or new activity.
